Report on the Audit of the Financial Statements 

We have audited the accompanying financial statements of Lumbini General lnsurancc Company Limited 
(hereafter referred to as ''LGIC" or "the Company") which comprise Statement of Financial Position as at Asbad 
31, 2.077 (July 15, 2020), and statement of profit\ or loss and Other Comprehensive Income, Statement of Changes 
in Equity and Statement of Cash Flows for the year then ended, and a Summary of Significant Accounting Policies 
and other explanatory notes (hereafter referred to as "the financial Statements"). 

In our opinion, the financial st atement presents fairly, in all material respects, the financial position of Lumbini 
General Insurance Company Limited, as at Ashad 31, 2077 (July 15, 2020), and its financial performance, cash 
flows, changes in equity for the year then ended, and a swnmary of significant accounting policies and oU1er 
explanatory information, in accordance with Nepal Financial Reporting Standards. 

Basis for Opinion 

We conducted out· audit of the financial statements in accordance with Nepal Standards on Auditing (NSAs). Our 
responsibilities under those Standards at•e further described in the Auditor's Responsibilities for the Audit of the 
Fmancial Statements section of our report. We arc independent of the Company in accordance with the Handbook 
of The Code of Ethics for Professional Accountants issued by The Institute of Chartered Accountants of Nepal 
(!CAN), and we have fulfilled our other ethical responsibilities in accordance with the ICAN's Handbook of The 
Code of Ethics for Professional Accountants. We believe that the audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and 
appropriate to provide a basis for our audit opinion on the financial statements. 

Emphasis of Matters 

We draw attention to the uncertainties resulted due to the outbreak of SARS·CoV-2 virus (COVID-19). The Government 
of Nepal initiated a nation-wide lockdown from March 24, 2020 which has led to significant decline and volatility in local 
economic activities. The Nepalese economy would be impacted by this pandemic with contraction in industrial and services 
output across small and large businesses which may also impact the Insurance's business. In view of these uncertainties, 
the impact on the Insurance's 1-esults is significantly dependent on future developments. 
Our opinion is not modified in respect of this matter. 

Key Audit Matters 

Key audit matters are those matters that, in our professional judgement, were of most significance in the audit of 
the financ.ial statements and include the most significant assessed risks of material misstatement (whether or not 
due to fraud) identified, including those which had the greatest effect on: the overall audit strategy; the aUocation 
of resources in the audit; and directing the efforts of the engagement team. We summaries below the key audit 
matters, in decreasing order of audit significance, in arriving a tour audit opinion above, together with our key audit 
procedures to address those matters and. as required for public interest entities, our results from those procedures. 
These matters were addressed, and our results are based on procedures undertaken, in the context of, and solely 
for the purpose of, our audit of the finantial statements as a whole, and in fonning our opinion thereon, and 
consequently are incidental to that opinion, and we do not provide a separate opinion on these matters.
